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Repair and restore relationships
We will repair and restore relationships harmed by behaviours of concern.

Our actions
● Children and young people who have not been able to work within the school's Positive

Behaviours for Learning expectations are made aware and understand the impact of their

actions. They have the opportunity to apologise, repair and restore relationships when

appropriate.

● The Student Wellbeing and Leadership Teams will implement, or support educators to

implement, restorative approaches where appropriate.

Create safety and wellbeing
We will create safety and wellbeing for people involved in behaviour incidents.

Our actions
● Provide Positive Behaviour for Learning strategies to reduce the risk of harm to our children

and young people and educators following behavioural concerns.

● Refer our children and young people , educators and others who have been harmed by

unsafe behaviours to counselling or other support.

● Inform parents and carers of those involved in or affected by the behaviour.

● Engage department supports when responding to serious incidents.

Behaviours of concern
Behaviours of concern:

● are challenging, complex or unsafe behaviours

● are more serious, happen more often or last a long time

● significantly interrupt learning for the child or others

● could put the child or others in danger
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● Demonstrate and encourage safe, positive, respectful and inclusive relationships with: their

own children; other children and young people; other parents and carers and staff.

● Support their children to develop safe behaviours at home. Check on and supervise their

children’s social interactions, including online.

● Seek support from our staff to create consistent responses to behaviours of concern.

● Take part in learning opportunities about safe, positive and inclusive behaviour. Know how

we work with parents, carers, children and young people.
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
